- section 188;

- section 190(1)(d);

- section 190(1)(p) is limited to the exercise of serious public health incident powers
under section 157(1)(e), (g) and (k);

- section 190(1)(q);

- sections 190(2) and (3); and

- Part 12 Division 6, excluding section 195.
