remain

priority

For them, this

vaccine is used

according to the

same scheme as

for adults – two

doses of 0.3 ml

with an interval

of 21-28 days.

In order to

vaccinate a child

aged 12+ against

coronavirus

disease, this

child, their

parents or

guardians must

provide the

doctor who

conducts the

vaccination with

documents

confirming that

the child has all

routine

vaccinations

according to the

national

vaccination

calendar (form

063/o).

If the child has

not received all

the necessary

routine

vaccinations and

has no

contraindications

to them, then

he/she should
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get these

vaccinations and

then be able to

get vaccinated

against COVID-

19.

It is necessary to

observe a 14-day

interval between

the

administration of

COVID-19

vaccines if

vaccination

against other

infectious

diseases is

necessary, with

the exception of

emergency

vaccination and

influenza

vaccination,

which can be

carried out

regardless of the

time of

administration of

the Comirnaty

vaccine.

We remind that in

Ukraine, children

over the age of

12, who have

high risks of

severe course

and development

of complications

after COVID-19
