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How does contact tracing work?

If you test positive for coronavirus, the municipal health service (GGD) will carry out contact tracing.
This will help us contain the spread of the virus and protect one another.

If you test positive for coronavirus

The GGD will contact you.

Stay at home. The GGD will keep in touch with you and tell you when you can go out again.

Finding out how you got infected

As soon as the test result is known, the GGD will ask who might have infected you.

Listing your contacts

As soon as the test result is known, the GGD will ask you to list everyone you've been in contact with.
