jab or not. The booster jab
is free.

The jab becomes less
effective over time.
That’s why the government
are offering an extra jab.
This jab is called the booster.

If a lot of people get the
booster, fewer people will
get sick.
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The booster will keep you
properly protected against
coronavirus.
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And that is quite important
to the people who work
in hospitals as well.
